Open Session

string players face when approaching improvisation/chord changes and time-keeping. Jacob
helps teachers identify these areas and offers unique solutions from his experience as a
performer, writer, curriculum designer, school founder, clinician, and founder of ICC.

Finding Your Sound On Stage: An Introduction To Amplification

Virtually every young string player these days is interested in amplification and yet it is the one
course still not taught in high school or conservatory. In this workshop, Jacob answers the
fundamental questions of how to choose the best amplification solution for each student, how
to talk to soundmen, the most important pedal to buy, how to approach monitoring, and more.
Rather than mere demonstration or "show and tell" students will leave this class armed with
powerful principles that they can apply immediately.

Singer-Songwriter Skills (For Teachers And Beginners)

This class encapsulates part of the award-winning "Fingerboard Harmony" methodology Jacob
developed and refined for over a decade at String Project Los Angeles. In one hour, string players
learn how to read a chord chart and create their own arrangements using pades, ostinatos, and
more.

He has presented clinics at
The Berklee School of Music, UCLA, Oklahoma State University, Cal Arts, The Barcelona

articles for Strings Magazine and The Strad, including an article co-written with Christian
Howes and Darrol Anger advising string teachers on approaching alternative styles.
